Utilize social media platforms to share up-
dates, educational content, and behind-the-
scenes glimpses of your sustainability efforts.

Collaborate with local influencers, athletes,
and environmental activists to amplify your
message and reach a broader audience.

Encourage participants and attendees to
pledge their commitment to waste reduc-
tion by using interactive features like online
pledges or signature walls.



Offer incentives for eco-friendly behavior,
such as discounted entry fees for partici-
pants who bring reusable water bottles or
encourage carpooling.

Provide detailed information on waste
management practices at the event, in-
cluding designated recycling stations and
composting options.

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APPENDIX 1

Guidelines for the
volunteers
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Make sure that volunteers have adequate
responsibility. They should be assigned specific
tasks, and then trusted to complete them.

Talk to the volunteers about their responsi-
bilities and the principles of separate waste
collection.

Train volunteers before the event to provide
assistance on spot and to inform people about
separate waste collection.

Provide educational materials on recycling
good practices and waste management

Allow volunteers to pair up with others and
work in teams. Working with another person
on the event day allows volunteers to build a
community.

Ask for input before the event. There should
be space for volunteers to provide ideas and
suggestion.

Allow them to enjoy and learn from the event.

Ask feedback from volunteers. Evaluate the
event including them and give them space to
share their genuine opinion.

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Share your eco-friendly initiatives: Highlight
the specific measures you're taking to make
your event sustainable and waste-free.

Participant testimonials: Encourage
participants to share their experiences and
thoughts on the event's eco-friendly practices.
Ask them to use your event's hashtag and share
how they made efforts to reduce waste during
the event.

Sustainable vendor spotlights: Highlight
vendors or sponsors who are supporting your
event's sustainability goals. Showcase their eco-
friendly products or services and explain how
they align with the #WithoutWaste concept.

Sustainable event tips: Provide practical tips
on how participants can actively contribute
to a waste-free event experience. Share ideas
such as bringing reusable bags, using public
transportation, or opting for digital event
materials instead of printed ones.

Volunteer appreciation: Recognize the efforts
of volunteers who have played a significant role
in making your event #WithoutWaste. Share
their stories, express gratitude, and highlight
the positive impact they've had on the event's
sustainability.
